
 

Service - content ideas for Christian collective worship 

 

Definition:  Jesus said that he ‘came not to be served, but to 
serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.’ He is an 
example of service followed by Christians today. The parable of 
the Good Samaritan shows we should serve those in need 
whoever they are.  Such service is not offered to gain some 
advantage for ourselves.  ‘Going the extra mile’ involves 
sacrifice, putting ourselves out for someone else’s benefit. 
Serving God means serving others. 

Key Bible Character -   Jesus exemplified what it was 
to be a servant – the ‘servant king’ – Christians believe 
he was the greatest servant who ever lived.  

 

Questions – How are pupils and staff encouraged to serve 

each other? What does it mean to serve? How do we 

communicate the importance of service? In what ways was 

Jesus servant king? How do we thanks those who serve us? 

Who do you serve in your life? What do you do to serve others? 

How can you be a willing servant at home? with your friends?

You, my brothers, were called to be free. But do not use your freedom to indulge the sinful 
nature; rather, serve one another in love. The entire law is summed up in a single 
command: “Love your neighbour as yourself.”
